Section 1: Your Background

Personal Beliefs and Practices.  Please answer all of these

Tell us about yourself. Why do you see yourself as Pagan clergy? What path has brought you here? Why are you interested in becoming licensed? How do you practice your Pagan spirituality?  How do you specifically define Paganism? 

This should include a statement about your personal beliefs, and may also include: the story of your calling as Pagan clergy; a description of your tradition and practices; etc. 



Ethics

A strong set of ethics is crucial when serving as clergy. What are your personal ethics? How have they developed and changed over time? Do you charge for your services? If so, how do you decide what to charge?   This should include a statement about your personal ethics, and may also include: the story of how you developed your personal ethics; how they fit into the tradition you follow; etc.

Education

Whether formally or informally, we learn from a wide variety of experiences.  What have you learned that has helped you become Pagan clergy?  How do you continue your studies?  Do you teach and/or train others?  If so, please discuss.  What additional skills would you like to learn in order to be more effective as Pagan clergy?   This could include: your own past and continuing education, both formal and informal; development of your leadership skills; teaching services you provide; educational materials you have developed and shared; etc.
